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Urban forestry in Canada rests almost entirely within the realm of municipalities. While the federal and provincial governments have provided support in times of crises (for example major ice storms, wildfires and invasive insect infestations), they have had little involvement in urban forestry in a strategic sense. In 2004 the urban forestry community in Canada came together to develop an approach that would address urban and community forestry in a more strategic sense, at a national level; The Canadian Urban Forest Strategy is now five years old. This presentation will outline the strategy as well as its development and implementation to date. Some of the successes, challenges and future direction will be outlined briefly.
