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In the last three years the UK government has introduced a number of new mechanisms to help in achieving a more strategic scale of green infrastructure and urban forestry. Chris Baines and Nerys Jones are both involved with several pioneering applications of these new systems:

Chris Baines will focus on:
· Independent Design Review Panels. Senior professionals appointed to act as an interface between developers and planners. Examples include the 2012 Olympic Village in east London, the 11,000 home Barking Riverside development on demolition land beside the Thames Estuary and riverside regeneration in the UNESCO World Heritage city of Bath

· Ecotowns: New stand-alone settlements, to be delivered through partnership, with functional green infrastructure at the core

Nerys Jones will focus on:

CABE Space Enablers. Teams of professionals and politicians are working to establish regional green infrastructure plans in the UK’s main centres of population. The government’s green space advisory agency, CABE Space is providing free consultancy input to the process. Nerys will refer to her involvement as a CABE Space enabler in urban regions of north-east England, the south coast and Merseyside.
In each case the presenters will describe the mechanisms involved, and illustrate the early results with practical case studies from their personal experience.
