Design and management across urban woodlands zones
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Recreational uses and other services provided by urban woodlands are strongly related to their age, size and location relative to the urban matrix. While the age, size and location of woodland patches obviously vary from one city to another, some general patterns can be found between cities in regions endowed by forests, and between cities that have expanded into forest poor landscapes. Departing from a classification of urban woodlands into five categories for forest poor regions and six categories for forest dominated regions, some of the main challenges for urban woodland design and management for recreation and other services are outlined and discussed in relation to the North Atlantic region.
